
Core Program for a
World Youth Day

Each World Youth Day, whether local
or international, has a theme chosen
by The Holy Father.

The international World Youth Days
generally follow a program of events
involving:

¥ Opening mass: usually celebrated by
the Bishop of the host Diocese

¥ Catechesis - teachings for the
pilgrims, based on the theme for the
WYD

¥ Papal welcome ceremony
¥ Stations of the Cross Ð a re-

enactment of Our LordÕs passion and
death

¥ Pilgrims walk and vigil with the Holy
Father 

¥ Closing Mass, celebrated by the Holy
Father

Typically there is a range of other
activities for pilgrims, including:

¥ Journey of the WYD cross around the
host country

¥ Days in the Dioceses before WYD -
 youth of the world are hosted in local
Dioceses of the host country 

¥ Youth festival - a range of exhibitions
and presentations involving music,
art, theatre

Participants of World Youth Day are
normally between the ages of 16-35. SYDNEY, AUSTRALIA

Payment schedule

A non-refundable deposit of $500 per
person is due with registration no later
than January 15, 2007.  Second
payment of $1000 is due no later than
March 1, 2007.  Third payment of $1000
is due no later than July 1, 2007. Fourth
payment of $1000 is due no later than
October 1, 2007.  Fifth payment of $800
dollars is due no later than March 1,
2008.

All checks are to be made payable to
Catholic Education Ministries and mailed
to: 305 7th Ave. N, St. Cloud, MN.
56303.  The deposit must be
accompanied by the Initial Registration
form filled out.

Generally the airlines do not increase
their price of a ticket after it has been
contracted.  However, prior to the
issuance of a ticket, airlines may impose
fuel, tax or security surcharges.   In the
event a surcharge is imposed after the
Diocese of St. Cloud has received final
payment, the Diocese will send out an
additional invoice for the amount of the
surcharge.

Some activities
include catechesis in the morning and festival
events in the afternoon.

Day 10   Thursday, July 17, 2008                
Catechesis starts the day with festival events in the
afternoon.  Welcoming the Holy Father this
evening.

Day 11   Friday, July 18, 2008                   
Catechesis begins the day and festival events in the
afternoon.   Participation in the Stations of the
Cross, a re-enactment of Our LordÕs Passion and
Death.

Day 12   Saturday, July 19, 2008                       
A pilgrimage walk to the site of our closing Mass.
An evening vigil with the Holy Father.

Day 13   Sunday, July 20, 2008                      
To Sydney airport for our departure flight.
